Band Camp Chaperones: Spend 5 fun-filled days in August with the Ranger Marching Band at
Central Michigan University. Volunteers will stay in the dorms to help as needed with evening
band activities, uniform fittings and supervising students. All meals and lodging are provided.

Marching Uniforms: Coordinators are needed to manage marching uniforms. Help is needed in
the band truck to pass out and collect marching band uniforms for home football games and
marching events.

Concert Uniforms: Coordinators are needed to manage the fitting of the tuxedos and the fitting
and purchase of the female concert tops.

Bandtasia: This is our largest fundraiser, a series of 2 performances by the Marching Band, Jazz
Ensembles and Costume Characters in October. Volunteers are needed to chair Bandtasia
committees and help with programs, ticket sales, Elementary School student counts, decorations,
makeup and costumes.

Artist Series (Jazz Night/ Evening of Percussion): These fundraisers include workshops for
the students and evening performances with featured guest artists. Volunteers are needed to
chair committees and to help with programs, ticket sales, decorations and concession sales for
each night.

Ad Sales: This important fundraiser raises 2 of the band’s operating budget. Contact local
businesses, request their support by purchasing an ad to be placed in our Bandtasia and/or Artist
Series programs.

Spirit Wear: Volunteers help select items to offer, organize and run Spirit Wear sales.

Holiday Greens Sale: Kick-off and tally orders for greenery and poinsettias from Romence
Gardens and manage delivery of items sold in Nov-Dec.

KeyCard Sale: Help is needed to coordinate with the KeyCard dealer, kickoff the sale, tally
orders and prepare cards for delivery (Aug-Sept).

Spring Flower Sale: It doesn’t get easier than this! Coordinate with Romence Gardens and
distribute FHC Band coupons to be used while shopping at Romence Gardens. Communicate
results of sale from Romence Gardens to our treasurer (May).

Band Hotline: Keep our band families updated by recording weekly updates about band
happenings, performance times, ticket sales, concert events and trip information.

Hospitality: Volunteers are needed to donate cookies to the winter (Dec.) and spring (May)
concerts, and help setup and serve after concert refreshments.

Half-time Snack Coordinators: Organize and deliver snacks/water for students after football
halftime shows. Retrieve containers after use.

Marching Band Spirit Team: Place band yard signs at the high school on Friday morning before
home football games and retrieve after game.

Spring Awards Banquet: Help organize the year end banquet for band families to recognize
students for their participation in band during the year (May).

Auction: Help solicit auction donations, setup at the banquet and run the auction.

Photography/Videography: Photograph and/or video the band at concerts, football games,
competitions and special events.
